Librarian’s report:

Anita attended the Small Public Library Management Institute, SPLMI, in Springfield June 1-6.
The institute did not cost the Library anything except her mileage. She reported that she had
already implemented ideas and information she gained.

The Leadership in Action program sponsored by the Jersey County Business Association and

University of Illinois was held at the library on June 12. Anita was in charge of the nonprofit
meeting.
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The Friends of the Library will be participating in the Tuesday evening Farmers’ Market with
their book sale materials.

Laurie Ingram’s summer reading club started yesterday evening. Her program brochure is
attached. Adult and teen clubs will be in July. Anita asked the Board to look at the decorations
that staff had worked hard on.

Anita reported for the Building and Grounds Committee that the wallpaper ceiling cover is
coming off in several places in the Carnegie building, especially the dome area. She’ll look into
having it repaired. Since Mr. Jourdain did roof repair in March the issues that caused the leaks
have hopefully been fixed.

We are looking into environmental issues in the 1*' floor employee offices.

We received a letter from the State Fire Marshal dated April 24, 2008 that informed us we had to
hire an inspector to check for code violations. Schindler Elevator Corporation with whom we
have bi-annual inspection showed up without our requesting with an inspector. We now have a
bill from the inspector for $187.50 and.a repair order agreement from Schindler for $1,975.00.
Anita will call Schindler to protest their procedure and to tell them the repairs have not been
budgeted for. She’ll also call the State Fire Marshal.

A Gatenet fee agreement was signed by Kent.

Ameren CIPS is once again our electric provider.

A thank you from JCH for our donation of a non-resident card was read.

Bob Hartmann will notify us when the house will be moved.

The salary schedule and staff evaluations were tabled until the next meeting.
